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Objective: Students will investigate, prepare, polish, and practice the skills necessary for an internship, successful job search or post graduate position.   Students will create documents and materials that support their goals and finally present a “portfolio” to the Departmental Faculty Evaluation Committee that represents a Senior level assessment of the student’s success in the course and program.

Normally, the things you will be doing in this class, you would have to do after graduation. 

You would be doing them without consultation or advisement, without access to facilities and without the help and cooperation of your peers.  This class offers you the advantage of all these opportunities.  In addition, it is the opportunity to bring together and focus your strengths.

As in any professional setting, you will have to be self-motivated.  You can arrange groups, schedules, share skills, and offer and accept criticism.  

Ultimately, you will be working for yourself in this class.  The work you produce is solely intended to make you attractive and competitive in the job market or as a candidate for graduate school.  It does not guarantee you will be successful in obtaining a position after graduation but it will give you a reasonable start. Students will often meet individually with the professor during the semester as well as in regular class settings.
