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Overview:
This is an upper level course to prepare student productions for film festival entry. There will also be opportunities to attend a film festival as well work at one.
Students will organize and run a film festival in class.

The Garden State Film Festival in Asbury Park NJ will take place from Friday April 3rd through Sunday April 5th. Kean Film students can attend and /or work at this festival as part of this course.
The first ONE MINUTE FILM FESTIVAL will take place this July in Atlantic Highlands NJ.

Kean Film Students can produce a one minute film for entry as part of this course.

During this semester we will examine the many film festivals available throughout the world and how their criteria (and costs) for entry vary.

Each student will also set up an account on WITHOUTABOX for a film and go through the entry process.

Objectives:
Students who successfully complete this course will:

· Prepare a film for entry into a film festival.
· Learn how to enter a film onto WITHOUTABOX.
· Learn the varied criteria of films for entry.
· Attend a film festival.
· Work at a film festival.

· Learn of the many film festivals throughout the world.
· Organize and run a film festival.

Methods of Instruction:
The classes will vary from lectures, viewing films, working online on WITHOUTABOX, searching on line for film festivals, working on the computer preparing your films, attending and working at film festivals, etc.
