Students may not register concurrently for Crew I and Crew II except with permission of faculty advisor.
All communication with students will be through Kean email only.  It is your responsibility to check your email.
CREW is designed to give opportunities for students to work on professional projects and other departmental activities and receive academic credit.  In some instances students will be given screen or audio credit that they will be able to use as professional experience on their resumes. Depending on the project or source, students may also be paid for their work. 

Listings:  Opportunities will be posted in the main office (CAS 401) and student crew sheets will be kept by the department secretary, Mrs. Margarett Walrond.  All listings will have sign-up spaces and the number of points awarded for the activity will be posted.  Students may CHOOSE projects in which they would like to participate.  Sign up is on a first come first served basis and listings will be posted as they come in so please check often. If you don’t show up or otherwise fulfill your commitment in a positive and professional manner, points will be DEDUCTED from your time sheet.  Students must submit a signed blue Crew Activity Verification Form in order to receive points for the activity. All activity forms must be signed by Professor Tung or person specifically designated to sign for that activity.

Students in Crew I and II  may have separate opportunities from Crew III, IV. 
Banking Points:  If a student exceeds the 60 points needed for any crew class, those points can be banked for the next crew class.  Example: Crew I, points exceeding sixty, can be banked for Crew II, etc.
Generally, the activities for Crew I, II will be opportunities that do not require advanced level production skills.  

60 points per semester of Crew Work for 1.5 credits:
1. Professional Projects:  We get requests for students to work on professional projects.  

Students can be paid or be listed in the credits or both

2. Faculty initiated  projects or programs

Students will be listed in the credits 

3. Production Crews:  For other classes.  Faculty or students may need crew

4. Departmental Activities:  Open House, SVPA Showcase, Student Showcase

5. Department Events: Attendance at invited speaker events, participation in special classes, representing dept. at events, etc.
6. Supervising departmental facilities:  labs, equipment, assisting other students, etc.
7. University activities, or community activities deemed worthy or related  to media.

8. Other: As long as the activity is authorized by a faculty member.
